GLOBAL QUEST                                                              

     When I was younger and had a lot of time to 
kill, I was fond of reading ‘potboilers’. These 
are novels of the suspense-thriller genre, usu-
ally dealing with ‘cloak-and-dagger’ themes. 
They are called such because once you start 
reading them they are hard to put down and 
you forget whatever it is you are doing includ-
ing the food that you are cooking. 

     Acknowledged masters of this kind of writ-
ing include Frederick Forsythe, John Grisham, 
Tom Clancy and the late Robert Ludlum. The 
latter became my favorite when I read his most 
famous book, ‘The Bourne Identity’. However, 
I remember most vividly the plot of  one of his 
last works, ‘The Parsifal Mosaic’. The villains 
in this book were a group of rich guys, mem-
bers of a Club of Billionaires, who controlled 
the largest business conglomerates in the 
world. In a confrontation with the hero, they 
explained to him that all they were doing was 
trying to save the world. Through the calcu-
lated use of  kidnappings, bombings, assassina-
tions and other violent acts, they were hoping 
to weaken the power of ‘nation-states’ and 
transfer control of the world’s population to 
‘Multinational companies’. Countries were 
anachronisms. They were inefficient and 
wasteful unlike the world’s top corporations. 
They were prone to graft and corruption unlike 
successful business firms where this is easily 
checked by the automatic firing of  erring per-
sonnel. Lastly, when Corporations struggle 
with one another, this is usually done at the 
negotiating table without loss of life and not in 
the battlefield! I almost bought their ‘logic’! 
But then I realized that the ‘end does not justify 
the means’ and I was glad that this misguided 
group got their comeuppance at the end of the 
book.        

     In 1905, a group of men led by Paul Harris 
formed a group which met regularly for pur-
poses of simple fellowship. They were not bil-
lionaires and they had no ambitions of world 
domination or saving the world. Still their or-
ganization grew to its current size of about 
close to 2 million voluntary members in 163 
countries. Note that Rotary has no intention of 
replacing or toppling governments but rather, it 
seeks to work with them as an NGO partner. 
Instead of calculated violence, Rotary has 
adopted the principles of truth, fairness, genu-
ine friendship and service to guide its mem-
bers. Our Rotary Club is one of the 30,000 
clubs worldwide that are heir to the legacy of  
Paul Harris and his group. Let us keep this leg-
acy going by recruiting like-minded people into 
our Club. Let’s not listen to those who want to 
keep our Club at its present size because they 
feel that a large number of members make a 
Club difficult to manage. Had Paul Harris and 
company adopted the same attitude Rotary 
would not have lasted more than a few years. 
Besides, just to stay the same size, we must 
keep on recruiting new members. To reach the 
critical mass to make a difference in the lives 
of the almost 5 billion people worldwide, Ro-
tary still has a lot of growing up to do from its 
current size. 

     I don’t think the story of Rotary would 
make a good ‘pot-boiler’. The literature of Ro-
tary and the speeches of Rotarians may even 
put you to sleep. Admitting that, one must 
however mention to newcomers that at least 
Rotarians who are true to the principles of the 
organization sleep soundly at night, knowing 
that they are part of a group that truly makes a 
difference and not just kills time.
