ROTARY AWARENESS MONTH 

     If you were brought up the way I was, you 
would be averse to publicly discussing what-
ever ‘assets’ you feel you possess. This would 
smack of being ‘mayabang’ or boastful. If 
someone else were to cite you for these same 
‘assets’ then that would be more acceptable. Of 
course, that someone else may just be engaging 
in insincere flattery for purposes of securing 
something in return. Nevertheless, nobody can 
accuse of you of ‘pagbubuhat ng sariling 
bangko’ which literally translates as ‘elevating 
the chair one is seated on.’     

     Then there is the matter of Religion. The 
Bible constantly reminds us to be meek and 
humble.
